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FORWARD

Joe seems to be the type of man that tends to jump in and just do everything himself; however, he
eventually mentioned one day on his website, www.sightedmoon.com, that he simply did not have the
spare time to do all that was needed to be done and could really use some help. The teachings that Joe
supplies are very numerous — he has produced books, videos, and newsletters that have inspired teachers
in places as far away as Burundi and surrounding countries in Africa to the many islands of the Philippines
nearly on the other side of the planet from Joe’s home in Canada. Hence, the need quickly arose to
generate the type of curriculum you have in your hands now... another lesson book.

As for me, my name is Mike. I answered that call for help and worked extensively on these lesson books,
as Joseph Dumond is simply overworked and did not have time to produce this project without a willing
worker in the background. So, with Joe acting as chief editor and producer, I did the research and typing
involved in gleaning information from what Joe has published elsewhere and reformatting it into short
one page lessons. By the way, when Joseph Dumond asked me to put my name as a coauthor on the first
lesson book, I said, “no.” Then, Joe began once again asking me to put my name as a coauthor on this
second lesson book. So, we eventually came to the compromise that I write this forward, as it is important
to Joe that you know how these lesson books came about.

In writing these
lesson books in accordance with the other teachings provided by www.sightedmoon.com, 1 have taken
various such teachings as starting points, then examined other similar concepts, condense the teachings
down to one page or a series of one page lessons, and often thrown in a little flavor of my own in an effort
to strongly emphasis salvation and repentance as much as possible.

Isaiah 53:1-12

we have turned every one to his own way; and the LORD hath laid on him the iniquity
of us all. He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he
is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb,
so he openeth not his mouth. He was taken from prison and from judgment: and who
shall declare his generation? for he was cut off out of the land of the living: for the
transgression of my people was he stricken. And he made his grave with the wicked,
and with the rich in his death; because he had done no violence, neither was any
deceit in his mouth. Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise him; he hath put him to grief:
when thou shalt make his soul an offering for sin, he shall see his seed, he shall
prolong his days, and the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in his hand. He shall
see of the travail of his soul, and shall be satisfied: by his knowledge shall my
righteous servant justify many; for he shall bear their iniquities. Therefore will | divide
him a portion with the great, and he shall divide the spoil with the strong; because he
hath poured out his soul unto death: and he was numbered with the transgressors;

Study

The passage of Isaiah 53 above refers to our Messiah; this was directly explained in Acts 8:32-35. This is the One commonly
known as “Jesus the Christ” (or in Hebrew, as “Yeshua Ha Mashiach™). He is our Passover Lamb that was slain for us
(1% Corinthians 5:7). This lamb concept is also mentioned in John 1:36, Exodus 12:3, 1 Peter 1:19, Genesis 22:8, Revelation
5:6 and other places throughout the Scriptures. Search for and study these Scriptures; if able, share other passages as well.

Di;cujr:ion

After referring to our Messiah as our Passover Lamb, the next several verses in 1% Corinthians 5:8-13 seem to discuss keeping
the feast with sincerity and truth and separating oneself from sin. In the next letter to the Corinthians, we are told to take
every thought captive to the obedience of Christ (2 Corinthians 10:5). Other passages of Scripture are very similar — search
and discuss passages that deal with the importance of pursuing righteousness after accepting Salvation (for example:
Hebrews chapter 10 speaks of our Messiah’s sacrifice for us and makes such profound statements as “For if we sin wilfully
after that we have received the knowledge of the truth, there remaineth no more sacrifice for sins,”).

Consider again the subject of Isaiah 53, printed above, in conjunction with the familiar depictions of the crucifixion in
Matthew 27, Mark 15, Luke 23, and John 19. 1* Peter 3:18 states that Christ suffered for our sins, the just for the unjust.

Now ask and discuss the question, “Why/how would one continue in a life of sin after all that He has done for us?”” Consider
also how we should present ourselves (Isaiah 61:10, Ephesians 5:26-27, 1% Peter 1:16, Leviticus 11:44-45, 19:2, 20:7).

In the Scriptures, there are many calculations. When Daniel calculated the number of years of his people’s exile and
compared this with the warnings of Leviticus 26, he prayed a prayer of repentance and was shown much more by an angel!
Today we look back on Daniel’s writings in chapter 9, and have attempt to make calculations of our own:

Study Discussion

Deuteronomy 29:20 states “The LORD will not spare him, but
then the anger of the LORD and his jealousy shall smoke
against that man, and all the curses that are written in this
book shall lie upon him, and the LORD shall blot out his name
from under heaven.” Read Matthew 1:1-17 and identify
where the names of Ahaziah, who reigned 1 year, and Athaliah
who reigned 6, and Joash who reigned 40 and Amaziah who
reigned 29, are all missing from the chronology in verse 8
where there is a jump from Jehoram to Uzziah (note: different
Bible translations spell these names differently, but often
sound similar when spoken; for example Uzziah is also
spelled Ozias). Add up the years of the reigns of these leaders
(1+6+40+29=76) and remember that number.

Search 2" Kings chapters 8, 11, 12, and 14 and find where the
four leaders did evil in the sight of our LORD Yehovah.
For example, Queen Athaliah is called “that wicked woman”
in 2" Chronicles 24:7 — as she came to power through
murdering her own family members, among other evils.

To find out what the current year is from Creation, one
can do a lot of research in archeological records, as
www.sightedmoon.com has done, or one can attempt
to find out what the current year is on the modern
“Jewish Calendar” and add 76 years; then adjust for
the fact that the modern “Jewish Calendar” has moved
the head of the year (“Rosh Hashanah™) to the fall
instead of the spring (as is written in the Scriptures).

Although our Heavenly Father blots out the names of
those who do evil from His sight, nowhere did he
command men to change the calendar! In fact, it is
recorded in the Scriptures that the enemy will “wear
out the saints” by changing “times and laws”
(Daniel 7:25). The calendar has been changed to
confuse us! Discuss how the times of the weekly and
yearly holy days have been changed and substituted.
Bonus Discussion: Discuss also the importance of the
Sabbatical and Jubilee Years on the biblical calendar.

Research and Discussion

The charts above are from the material produced by sightedmoon concerning the information one can obtain by studying the
Sabbatical and Jubilee years found in the Scriptures. The particular 49 year Jubilee cycles found on this page focus on the
historical pestilences that have been most prominent during the 3™ and 4™ seven year Sabbatical cycles of the given 49 year
periods. Page space is limited, hence earlier pestilences such as the 1720-22 Great Plague (France), 1668 Plague (France),
1665 Great Plague (England), 1663-1664 Plague (Holland), 1636 Plague (England), 1574 Plague (Scotland), 1485 Sweating
(England), 1428 Plague (England) and back to the pestilence that occurred in Abraham’s days have not been listed.

The current 49 year Jubilee cycle, which is the 120" since Creation, started in 1996. The 3™ Sabbatical cycle started in 2010.
Research online to find where pestilences such as SARS, MERS, HIN1, H5N1, and Ebola have occurred during this time
period. Determine the middle year of this 49 year Jubilee cycle and compare it to time/date when the World Health Organization
(WHO) made the announcement to officially declare the COVID-19 (Corona) virus was as a “pandemic”.

Discuss the timelines in Scripture. Using the Sabbatical and Jubilee years, what might one predict?

Read Leviticus chapter 26. How is this chapter similar to Deuteronomy chapter 28? Leviticus 26 begins by speaking of many
blessings over 13 verses; however after this, many curses are spoke of. Why / What for? Using the 7 year patterns found in
Leviticus 26, what other curse, besides pestilence, is associated with the 4™ Sabbatical cycle? What about the 5* cycle? Starting
with 1996 as the first year of the current 49 year cycle, try making a chart of your own similar to the charts presented above.
Bonus: When an Angel is seen in the Scriptures with a sword, it typically means a curse is being carried out. Compare the
Scripture Highlight above to what happened in I*' Chronicles 21 (look for the “sword” in verses 12-16) and Samuel 24.

Study and Discussion

As you have read in the Scripture Highlight above, the coming of our Messiah was a very expected event. Many with wisdom
expected this event. With an understanding of the calendar, one can clearly see that our Messiah came just before Jerusalem
and the Temple there were destroyed at the end of the 4™ millennial day (80™ Jubilee Cycle) since creation. We are currently at
the threshold of the 6" millennial day ending and the 7™ millennial day of peace beginning. What educated guesses should we
be making? Is it acceptable to make these guesses? Support your discussion with Scripture (suggestion: 1% Thessalonians 5).

Study

King Nebuchadnezzar forgot Daniel’s instructions on Who places Kings on their thrones, and Who removes them. Study
what he was told, and what happened to him when he became like an ass in his pride: Daniel 2:20-23 and 4:28-37.

Often people make a fool of themselves by not submitting to the instructions given to us in the scriptures. Many of us have
done this. Some listen to rebuke, and others do not. However, the scriptures tell us that it is good to learn from rebuke.
Consider the following verses from the Proverbs: 9:8, 12:1, 17:10, 19:20. If time permits, read the first several chapters of
the book of Proverbs together as a group.

Di;cu}:ion

It is a common misconception to think that being “meek” is being “weak”. When a horse is “gentled” or “meeked”, it learns
to be mild and submissive to the one that trained it. That horse does not become weak from training, rather that horse
becomes strength under control. The horse is not hobbled; it is only bridled. Blessed is the one who has yielded to our
master, our Father who is in Heaven. Those that are weak will say that person is strong (Joel 3:10). Consider the person
spoken of in the following verse:

Numbers 12:3 Now the man Moses was very meek, above all the men which were upon the face of the earth

Was Moses a weak man? Or, was Moses a man of great spiritual strength who was fully submitted to his God in such a
way his strength could be properly used in amazing ways?

Discuss together what it means to be yielded to our God. Read together also Philippians 4:13, and discuss how the horse
can also gain even greater strength from its master.



Righteousness and Peace

Study and Discussion

Romans 12:18 above may seem as a bit of a contradiction to some of the other Scriptures presented; however, when we stand
for the righteousness of God — we use a sword. That “sword” is the word of the scriptures to rightfully divide the truth from
falsehood. This is not peaceful. It is an act of war. This sword often divides families and brethren, cutting right to the bone.
Whenever we seek to obey our Heavenly Father, when we yield to His authority and seek to follow His Laws; then as a result
in this world, we find ourselves to be at war with those who will not and do not obey Him.

In Matthew 10:34, our Messiah states that he came not to bring peace, but a sword; and in Luke 22:36, our Messiah instructs
us to buy a sword. Could He be referring to the Sword of the Spirit that is part of the full armor of God (Ephesians 6:17)?

Blessed are the peace makers. However, peace is not appeasement. You are not honor bound to get along with everyone.
Read and discuss Micah 7:6, Luke 12:53, and especially Matthew 10:21-42. Is it realistic to expect people who do not pursue
righteousness, even family members, to treat those who do with honor and respect even when we show love and respect?

Comments

Perhaps some of the hardest sins to overcome are those that a person keeps secret. However, the Scriptures tell us that all
secrets will be revealed (Matthew 10:26, Luke 8:17 & 12:2). Our Heavenly Father reveals profound and hidden things, and
knows what is in the darkness (Daniel 2:22). He is able to look in our hearts, and knows who and what we are on the inside
(Psalm 139:15, 1** Samuel 16:7). When the Holy Spirit left the temple, God showed Ezekiel the secret sins that were occurring
there (Ezekiel 8:12). Our bodies are to be the temple of the Holy Spirit (1% Corinthians 6:19). When King David sinned, he
was concerned that the Holy Spirit would be taken away from him (Proverbs 51:11). David thought his sin was secret, but
God knew and made it known (2™ Samuel 12:12). The Scriptures also tell us that a poor condition of one’s heart could cause
God’s wrath to build up against us in judgement (Romans 2:5-6). But, a good person’s heart is firm in their faith, trusting in
their God (Psalm 112:7). So, we should ask our Heavenly Father to test our hearts and minds (Psalm 26:2) and trust in Him
with all of our hearts (Proverbs 3:5-6) and ask Him to make our paths straight (consider also the prayer found in Psalm 19:12-
14 that asks “cleanse thou me from secret faults.” in verse 12); seek Him with your whole heart, and do not wander from His
commandments (Psalm 119:10). Do not let sin, secret or otherwise, separate you from Him and cause Him to hide His face
from you and not hear your prayers (Isaiah 59:2, James 5:16). Do not harden your heart and fall into deeper sin (Proverbs
28:14, Mark 7:21). Repent now (Isaiah 55:6)! Our Messiah bled and died for us such that we can overcome our sins (Romans
8:37) and receive the promises given to those that overcome (Revelation 2:7, 2:11, 2:17, 2:26, 3:5, 3:12, 3:21).

48. Part of the rebuke that causes one’s enemies to
prevail over them concerns the heart.

It has been said that the eyes are the windows to the
soul, compare this saying with Matthew 6:21-24.

Extra{

Sometimes, our Heavenly Father sends a man or woman with good inspired true words of God. This is a blessing, indeed.
People like the to hear words that they know are true; however, people do not always actually do what is right when they
hear good teachings — read Ezekiel 33:30-33 and compare it to [saiah 29:13 and Matthew 15:7-9 (see also James 1:22).
This is a matter of the heart and diligence. Study Proverbs 4:20-23, 8:10-13 and 8:17-21, alongside Matthew 6:19-21.

Ephesians 5:3-6, printed from the Scripture Highlight above,
warns of covetousness and the wrath that comes due to
disobedience and covetousness. As this is just an
excerpt/highlight from the Scriptures, read and discuss
Ephesians 5:1-21 and also the very similar Colossians 3:1-17
to not only identify the problem, but to also find solutions!
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Recognizing Covetousness

Discussion

Do you believe that we are in the time of the end? If so, are you spiritually prepared?
Most likely, you are not like that other not-so-good servant found in the parable that
you have just read. But, are you still a baby (Hebrews 5:11-14, 1% Corinthians 3:1-3),
or are you capable of being a teacher? Sure, these questions do not flatter, but do
questions like this offend you, or even make you angry? (If so, see Proverbs 9:8, 14:29,
17:10 19:11, 28:23, and 29:11 for some wisdom) Questions like these are only meant
to refine you (see 1% Peter 1:13-19, Isaiah 48:10, Malachi 3:1-3, 2 Corinthians 13:5).

The harvest is plentiful but the workers are few (see Matthew 9:35-38). As you see
the times changing around you, remember that Yehovah needs good, faithful servants.
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Scripture Highlight

Group Study & Discussion

Study

In the Scripture Highlight above, it
is not listed what will happen after
the if’s in Leviticus 26...

Read and study all of Psalm 91. The
protections listed therein are
wonderful, indeed. However, one
should not assume the protection
explained in Psalm 91 is to be
expected without a thorough
understanding of these if’s.

Read and compare the Leviticus
26:14-39 to Psalm 91:1-16 to see
what righteous obedience to the
laws of our Heavenly Father protect
one from. Study also Daniel 9.

Amos chapter 5 alludes to coming judgement, but contains the secret to possibly
escaping judgment. Continue to read all of Amos chapter 5. What does verse
14 tell us to seek, and why? Compare Micah 6:8 with Amos 5:15.

Our God is just (Hebrews 6:10, Isaiah 61:8) and does not show partiality in His
judgment (Colossians 3:25). He will show justice and judgement properly and
perfectly (Job 34:12, Deuteronomy 32:4) on those who transgress against Him
— make no mistake, this will happen (Isaiah 66:24).

Discuss how our Heavenly Father has given one set of laws to all of mankind
that we are all expected to obey (see Exodus 12:49, Leviticus 24:22, and Romans
2:11). Compare 2™ Thessalonians 1:8-9 to Matthew 7:21-23.

If you believe that righteous judgment is coming upon the world, what must you
do to survive?

(Bonus: If you have access to the previous lesson book, see also the lessons
entitled: “Trusting in His Protection” and “The Big ‘IF’ — Choosing To Obey”.)

Revelation 3:19-20

As many as | love, | rebuke and chasten: be zealous therefore, and repent. Behold, | stand
at the door, and knock: if any man hear my voice, and open the door, | will come in to him,
and will sup with him, and he with me.

Discussion & Sharing

It is better to be chastened (rebuked) than to die from sin. One general theme of this entire lesson book from which this lesson
has been taken is to repent and better refine your walk with Yehovah. We have all been born into sin (Psalm 51:5, Romans
3:23), but we must learn righteousness and come out! Quite often, our flesh strives against the spirit and causes us to stumble
(Galatians 5:17), but the Scriptures tell us what is right to get us back on the right path. Do not die in your sins. Accept His
chastening and seek the LORD while He may be found (Isaiah 55:6). Open the door, and let Him in.

If you have a personal story that you are willing to share, and that may benefit your study group, of a time when you were
chastened and delivered from sin, share this story with the group.
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Scripture Highlight

Psalm 78:1-8

Give ear, O my people, to my law: incline your ears to the words of my mouth. | will open my
mouth in a parable: | will utter dark sayings of old: Which we have heard and known, and
our fathers have told us. We will not hide them from their children, shewing to the generation
to come the praises of the LORD, and his strength, and his wonderful works that he hath
done. For he established a testimony in Jacob, and appointed a law in Israel, which he
commanded our fathers, that they should make them known to their children: That the
generation to come might know them, even the children which should be born; who should
arise and declare them to their children: That they might set their hope in God, and not forget
the works of God, but keep his commandments: And might not be as their fathers, a stubborn
and rebellious generation; a generation that set not their heart aright, and whose spirit was
not stedfast with God.

Mark 13:32

Study

When the Christ, our Messiah, spoke, He often spoke in parables. It may come as a surprise to realize this, but He
intentionally spoke to the masses in such a way that they would not immediately understand. However, He made known
these mysteries to His disciples. The Apostle Paul confirms this when he writes that even the gospel (Ephesians 6:19) and
the wisdom of God (1* Corinthians 2:7) is spoken of in a mystery — but to us, it should be known the mystery of His will
(Ephesians 1:7-9) — if we are His disciples. Understanding and revelation go hand-in-hand together with righteousness.

Read together Mark 4:10-13, 4:34 where the Good Teacher explains the mysteries of the Kingdom of Yehovah to his
disciples and pray in your heart, as David did in Psalm 119:18, that our Heavenly Father will reveal to you the wondrous
things of His law, that you will live righteous such that he will open your eyes (Psalm 146:8) such that you will be one of
His disciples such that you will understand the working of His mighty power (Ephesians 1:18-19).

Di:dmion

The return of our Messiah is a topic that many had devoted much attention to; however, when it comes to timing, most
immediately give the excuse for their ignorance by quoting Matthew 24:36 and saying that no one knows the day and hour
without realizing that this scripture is a parable! But, if a person is a disciple who keeps the proper calendar of Yehovah
on the proper days each year, then that person understands that the Feast of Trumpets comes every year at a day and hour
that no one but our Heavenly Father can know. Likewise, if that same person understands the years of Leviticus 25, then
they can understand the calendar of Yehovah and calculate the year of our Messiah’s return on the Feast of Trumpets.

Discuss this. If you have a calendar that shows when we are currently living in the 120" jubilee from creation, share it.
Discuss also how the knowledge of these things was sealed up for this time (Daniel 12:4) and how understanding of such
things is not always known to many people of previous generations/ages (Colossians 1:26, Ephesians 3:3-5).
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Do You Presume to Understand?

Scripture Highlight

Deuteronomy 29:2

And Moses called unto all Israel, and said unto them, Ye have seen all that the
LORD did before your eyes in the land of Egypt unto Pharaoh, and unto all his
servants, and unto all his land;

Jeremiah 5:21

But if our gospel be hid,
it is hid to them that are lost: In whom the god of this world hath blinded the minds
of them which believe not, lest the light of the glorious gospel of Christ, who is the
image of God, should shine unto them.

Study & Discussion

Study the Scripture Highlight above. It seems that many in the Christian and Jewish world today think that the things written
about in this Scripture Highlight do not have anything to do with them. Keep in mind that the Scripture Highlight above
comes from both the “New” and “Old” Testaments of the Scriptures. Who is being spoken to in the following Scripture
passage?

Isaiah 42:18-20

Hear, ye deaf; and look, ye blind, that ye may see. Who is blind, but my servant? or deaf, as my messenger that
I sent? who is blind as he that is perfect, and blind as the LORD'S servant? Seeing many things, but thou observest
not; opening the ears, but he heareth not.

Discuss some religious issues out there today that others presume to understand, but clearly do not. Your discussion should
include the various viewpoints — or sadly, lack of viewpoints — on the return of Yeshua HaMashiach, known as Jesus. End
your discussion with a prayer that our Heavenly Father will help us understand the things we only presume to understand.
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Scripture Highlight

Matthew 13:10-17

And the disciples came, and said unto him, Why speakest thou unto them in
parables? He answered and said unto them, Because it is given unto you to
know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it is not given. For
whosoever hath, to him shall be given, and he shall have more abundance: but
whosoever hath not, from him shall be taken away even that he hath. Therefore
speak | to them in parables: because they seeing see not; and hearing they
hear not, neither do they understand. And in them is fulfilled the prophecy of
Esaias, which saith, By hearing ye shall hear, and shall not understand; and

those things which ye see, and have not seen them; and to hear those things
which ye hear, and have not heard them.

Open thou mine eyes, that | may behold wondrous things out of thy law. | am
a stranger in the earth: hide not thy commandments from me. My soul breaketh
for the longing that it hath unto thy judgments at all times. Thou hast rebuked
the proud that are cursed, which do err from thy commandments.

Study

Read Matthew 13:14-15 and compare to John 12:40 and 2™ Corinthians 4:4. It is our Heavenly Father that allows people
to be blind and have hardened hearts to the understanding of the truths found in the Scriptures. How can one’s eyes be
opened and their hearts not be hardened?

When our Messiah walked the earth, the religious men did not understand what he said. Study the confrontations he had
with them in John 8:43-47 and John 10:24-30. Many believe that simply by going to church and listening to a religious man
speak for a bit that they will then understand, but they often do not because of the same problem. Keep in mind that if you
are listening to someone else, you will know them by their actions (Matthew 7:15-20).

Often, both the religious leader, and the students who follow them, miss one important concept and are lying to themselves:
Read 1% John 2:3-6 to find out what this concept is that they are lying to themselves about. Sure, some really know a lot of
Scripture, but they forget this one simple thing about it: Read James 1:22 to find out what they should do to fix the problem.
What is it they, others, and ourselves need to do to understand and see?

As a student of the Scriptures who has chosen to do the work of studying the Scriptures for yourself by going through these
lessons with a group, or even alone, you have made a decision to strive towards realizing 2™ Timothy 2:15 (printed at the

beginning of this Lesson Book). Along with this decision, pray a prayer in agreement with the short Scripture passage of
119:18-21 (printed in the Scripture Highlight above) such that your eyes will not be blinded, nor your heart hardened.

Di:cé::ian

Christ did not take the time to list all of the commandments at one point, but
simply summarized their purpose in Mark 12:30-31. Starting with the 10
commandments, discuss how the commandments and statutes of our Heavenly
Father have made life better. Notice how your eyes are opened as you speak.

Discussion

This second Lesson Book has more than one lesson that
mentions the parable of the Wedding Feast, even printing

Study

Compare John 15:13-17 above to the words spoken by our
Messiah, our Good Shepherd, in John 10:11-17. How

does one become “friends” with Christ? If you cannot
answer this question just yet from these two passages,
another hint is found in the book of John in 14:15.

When people do not love Him by knowing and doing His
commandments, it is He who blinds them (read
2nd Corinthians 4:4) because of their unbelief in not just
Him, but His Word — because He is in fact that Word that
they have chosen not to believe in or obey (see John 1:1).
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the same Scripture Highlight of Matthew 22:1-14 in
association with other verses. In fact, the very last Lesson
presented in the previous Lesson Book prints this same
passage as well. One might find it interesting to know that
while writing these Lesson Books, reprinting this parable
was not at all intentional. It is the deep desire — the
motivation behind writing these lessons — that YOU not
only hear the call, but are chosen for the Wedding Feast.
Discuss this theme and its importance in these last days.



How did the Disciples Understand?

Scripture Highlight

John 16:25

Study & Discussion

Read and consider John 12:12-15, where Yeshua, the Christ, comes into Jerusalem riding on a donkey as prophesied. When
the disciples saw this, did they immediately understand that Christ was their King? Or, did this revelation come later when
the account of this event was written down?

From the Scripture Highlight above, it is clear that even Christ’s disciples did not always understand what was spoken to
them... at first. Read Luke 24:44-49, paying close attention to verse 45. How did they eventually come to understanding?

Study James 1:5, Proverbs 2:1-15, Matthew 13:13-17, and the now familiar Psalm 119:18-21 to learn how you, too, can
come to understanding. If time permits, talk about your spiritual growth as a believer. What was your starting point, and
how have your eyes been opened along the way? This is your testimony to share with others.
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Scripture Highlight

Matthew 25:1-13

Then shall the kingdom of heaven be likened unto ten virgins, which took their lamps, and
went forth to meet the bridegroom. And five of them were wise, and five were foolish. They
that were foolish took their lamps, and took no oil with them: But the wise took oil in their
vessels with their lamps. While the bridegroom tarried, they all slumbered and slept. And
at midnight there was a cry made, Behold, the bridegroom cometh; go ye out to meet him.
Then all those virgins arose, and trimmed their lamps. And the foolish said unto the wise,
Give us of your oil; for our lamps are gone out. But the wise answered, saying, Not so; lest
there be not enough for us and you: but go ye rather to them that sell, and buy for yourselves.
And while they went to buy, the bridegroom came; and they that were ready went in with
him to the marriage: and the door was shut. Afterward came also the other virgins, saying,
Lord, Lord, open to us. But he answered and said, Verily | say unto you, | know you not.
Watch therefore, for ye know neither the day nor the hour wherein the Son of man cometh.

Study

The 5 foolish virgins written about in the parable found in Matthew 25:1-13 probably thought that they were going to a
wedding. They might have even thought they were dressed appropriately and had the lamps that they needed to get through
the long night. But, they were unprepared. Worse than that... when the bridegroom spoke to them, He said that He did not
even know them!

How terrible it is to think that this is speaking to people today who know that there is one God but do not have deeds of
righteousness (James 2:18-20)! Read Isaiah 29:13/Matthew 15:8 and 2™ Timothy 3:5 and then consider people’s strong
dedication to religious acts — such as church going and singing and the like — without righteous obedience to the Torah (the
teachings/commandments of the Scripture found in the first five books of Scripture). Pray for them.

More so, pray for ourselves. Could this be one of us? A simple truth about what sin is can be found in 1% John 3:4. Are
you praising Him outwardly and claiming that you love Him, but not keeping His commandments? See John 14:15.

Don’t be foolish.

Extra .L‘tudy & Discussion

Familiarize yourself with Daniel 8:15-27 and 12:4-10. The prophets did not always understand or fully know what they
were prophesying at the time, but they obediently wrote down the words for us to have for this day. Daniel even admitted
more than once that He did not understand what he was being shown (see Daniel 8:15, 8:27, and 12:8-10). Throughout his
experiences, Daniel did have much of what he was shown explained to him. However, some was sealed up for the time of
the end (Daniel 12:9).

In these end times, the enemy has sought to change things around and continue to wear out the saints (Daniel 7:25) while
many are trying to understand. Daniel 12:10 gives us direct insight into what needs to be done to understand, and why others
simply will not understand. Read and discuss this in general, but also in connection to the Matthew 25:1-13 parable above.

Study & Discussion

In the parable of the Wedding Feast in Matthew 25:1-13, a man was thrown out of the wedding for having the wrong
garments! We know that this parable refers to the marriage supper of the Lamb, and nobody wants to be tossed out. We
are to be presented as a pure virgin without stain or wrinkle or any other blemish (2™ Corinthians 11:2, Ephesians 5:27).

We obtain this righteous garment (see Isaiah 61:10) by keeping His Commandments. By doing this, we receive the Holy
Spirit, receive white robes of righteousness, receive wisdom, knowledge, and understanding, come to know (and, more
importantly, become known) by Yehovah, become indwelt by God, are no longer lawless. By doing this, we know that we
love Him, and we know that we are loved by Him.
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Scripture Highlight

Matthew 27:15-20

Now at that feast the governor was wont to release unto the people a prisoner, whom they
would.

Study

There were many times when Jesus used the phrase “I am” — for instance, lookup these verses in just the book of John:
6:35, 8:12, 10:9, 10:11, 11:25-26, 14:6, 15:5. However, there was one time and place in particular where Jesus says “I am”
that the religious men took up stones to kill him (John 8:57-59). Why was this? Does Exodus 3:14-15 give us a hint?

The Roman Governor, Pontius Pilate, knowing that the religious leaders had delivered up this Jesus of Nazareth to him out
of envy, made an epitaph that read “Jesus the Nazareth & King of the Jews” (John 19:19) and refused to revise it. Reading
just the “King of the Jews” part as it reads in English alone might be reason enough for the religious men to be so upset over
this sign (John 19:21), but is there more to this?

Are the letters 1171 significant in this epitaph, “Yeshua HaNazarei v Melech HaYehudim” in Hebrew, shown below?
Did Pilate do this on purpose? Could this be what caused the religious men to petition Pilate to change the sign?

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Keep The Commandments?

Quite often, the debate arises of whether or not our Heavenly Father actually wishes us to keep his commandments or not. The answer that we
should is obvious. King David is known as a man after God’s own heart, and he writes most positively on the commandments (often referred to
as “the law”). Take a moment and read the 119" chapter of the book of Psalms... take a long moment, as it is the longest chapter in the Scriptures
and overwhelmingly refers to our Heavenly Father’s statutes in the most positive way. Perhaps we too should ask our Heavenly Father to “Open
thou mine eyes, that [ may behold wondrous things out of thy law.” (Psalm 119:18) Below are a few other, well, random verses on the topic:

Leviticus 22:31 Therefore shall ye keep my commandments, and do them: I am the LORD.

Deuteronomy 6:1-2 Now these are the commandments, the statutes, and the judgments, which the LORD your God commanded to teach you, that ye might do them in
the land whither ye go to possess it: That thou mightest fear the LORD thy God, to keep all his statutes and his commandments, which I command thee, thou,
and thy son, and thy son's son, all the days of thy life; and that thy days may be prolonged.

Deuteronomy 6:17 Ye shall diligently keep the commandments of the LORD your God, and his testimonies, and his statutes, which he hath commanded thee.
Deuteronomy 7:11 Thou shalt therefore keep the commandments, and the statutes, and the judgments, which I command thee this day, to do them.

Deuteronomy 8:1 All the commandments which I command thee this day shall ye observe to do, that ye may live, and multiply, and go in and possess the land which
the LORD sware unto your fathers.

Leviticus 20:22 Ye shall therefore keep all my statutes, and all my judgments, and do them: that the land, whither I bring you to dwell therein, spue you not out.
Leviticus 25:18 Wherefore ye shall do my statutes, and keep my judgments, and do them; and ye shall dwell in the land in safety.

Deuteronomy 4:1 Now therefore hearken, O Israel, unto the statutes and unto the judgments, which I teach you, for to do them, that ye may live, and go in and possess
the land which the LORD God of your fathers giveth you

Deuteronomy 4:5 Behold, I have taught you statutes and judgments, even as the LORD my God commanded me, that ye should do so in the land whither ye go to
possess it.

Deuteronomy 4:6 Keep therefore and do them; for this is your wisdom and your understanding in the sight of the nations, which shall hear all these statutes, and say,
Surely this great nation is a wise and understanding people.

Deuteronomy 4:14 And the LORD commanded me at that time to teach you statutes and judgments, that ye might do them in the land whither ye go over to possess it.

Deuteronomy 5:1 And Moses called all Israel, and said unto them, Hear, O Israel, the statutes and judgments which I speak in your ears this day, that ye may learn
them, and keep, and do them.

Leviticus 19:19 Ye shall keep my statutes. Thou shalt not let thy cattle gender with a diverse kind: thou shalt not sow thy field with mingled seed: neither shall a
garment mingled of linen and woollen come upon thee.

Leviticus 20:8 And ye shall keep my statutes, and do them: I am the LORD which sanctify you.
Leviticus 26:3 If ye walk in my statutes, and keep my commandments, and do them;
Deuteronomy 16:12 And thou shalt remember that thou wast a bondman in Egypt: and thou shalt observe and do these statutes.

Deuteronomy 17:19 And it shall be with him, and he shall read therein all the days of his life: that he may learn to fear the LORD his God, to keep all the words of this
law and these statutes, to do them:

Ezekiel 20:19 1 am the LORD your God; walk in my statutes, and keep my judgments, and do them;.
Ezekiel 36:27 And I will put my spirit within you, and cause you to walk in my statutes, and ye shall keep my judgments, and do them.
Ecclesiastes 12:13 Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter: Fear God, and keep his commandments: for this is the whole duty of man.

Ezekiel 44:24 And in controversy they shall stand in judgment; and they shall judge it according to my judgments: and they shall keep my laws and my statutes in all
mine assemblies; and they shall hallow my sabbaths.

Deuteronomy 5:29 O that there were such an heart in them, that they would fear me, and keep all my commandments always, that it might be well with them, and with
their children for ever!

Deuteronomy 6:24 And the LORD commanded us to do all these statutes, to fear the LORD our God, for our good always, that he might preserve us alive, as it is at this
day.

1 Corinthians 7:19 Circumcision is nothing, and uncircumcision is nothing, but the keeping of the commandments of God.
Psalm 105:45 That they might observe his statutes, and keep his laws. Praise ye the LORD.

Luke 11:28 But he said, Yea rather, blessed are they that hear the word of God, and keep it.

Proverbs 10:8 The wise in heart will receive commandments: but a prating fool shall fall.

1 Timothy 6:14 That thou keep this commandment without spot, unrebukeable, until the appearing of our Lord Jesus Christ:
1 John 5:3 For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous.

James 1:22 But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves.
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Do Not Rationalize Away the Torah

Scripture Highlight

2" Timothy 2:15-16

Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed,
rightly dividing the word of truth. But shun profane and vain babblings: for they will increase
unto more ungodliness.

Mark 7:16-23

If any man have ears to hear, let him hear. And when he was entered into the house from
the people, his disciples asked him concerning the parable. And he saith unto them, Are ye
so without understanding also? Do ye not perceive, that whatsoever thing from without
entereth into the man, it cannot defile him; Because it entereth not into his heart, but into the
belly, and goeth out into the draught, purging all meats? And he said, That which cometh
out of the man, that defileth the man. For from within, out of the heart of men, proceed evil
thoughts, adulteries, fornications, murders, Thefts, covetousness, wickedness, deceit,
lasciviousness, an evil eye, blasphemy, pride, foolishness: All these evil things come from
within, and defile the man.

Jeremiah 4:22

For my people is foolish, they have not known me; they are sottish children, and they have
none understanding: they are wise to do evil, but to do good they have no knowledge

Hosea 4:6

My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge: because thou hast rejected knowledge, |
will also reject thee, that thou shalt be no priest to me: seeing thou hast forgotten the law of
thy God, | will also forget thy children.

Study

The Torah teaches us how to live. The “Top Ten” list can be found in Exodus 20:1-17 and Deuteronomy 5:4-25. However,
a lesser known shorter list of seven “bad things” can be found in Proverbs 6:16-19... and, none of those explicitly point out
those nasty things in Leviticus 18, by the way. However, that list is not very well known, so maybe someone could look
for an even shorter list of two from Matthew 22:36-40 or Mark 12:30-31. Some might even go further, and just use only
Galatians 5:14 and have one commandment — the “New” Testament” is good, and love is good, after all. Some, though,
might just decide not to condemn themselves in any way by just having faith through misunderstanding Romans 14:22-23.

Sadly, many have rationalized away the teachings of the Torah in just this way and misunderstand the Scriptures, often as
simply an excuse to sin. Do not be hindered by such people (Galatians 5:7-9). The Torah teaches us how to live. The
commandments within specifically teach us what sin is (Romans 7:7), so that we can avoid the results of sin (Jeremiah 4:22,
Hosea 4:6, Romans 3:23). (Bonus Reading: Psalm 32, Proverbs 4)

Di:cujr:ion

Notice that all of the really bad things that come out of a person that are mentioned in Mark 7:16-23 have little to do with
food. In fact, the conversation that Yeshua, our Messiah, was not about food at all. However, if you want to get specific
about the mouth, consider for a moment all of the things that are said that cause problems in life (see James 3:1-11).

When you gather together to study with other believers, avoid nonsense discussions (see 2™ Timothy 2:16) that distract
from good learning, especially ones that devalue the Torah. Quickly list a few examples of things o avoid and move on.
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Scripture Highlight

Luke 16:19-31

There was a certain rich man, which was clothed in purple and fine linen, and
fared sumptuously every day: And there was a certain beggar named Lazarus,
which was laid at his gate, full of sores, And desiring to be fed with the crumbs
which fell from the rich man's table: moreover the dogs came and licked his
sores. And it came to pass, that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels
into Abraham's bosom: the rich man also died, and was buried; And in hell he
lift up his eyes, being in torments, and seeth Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in
his bosom. And he cried and said, Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and
send Lazarus, that he may dip the tip of his finger in water, and cool my tongue;
for | am tormented in this flame. But Abraham said, Son, remember that thou
in thy lifetime receivedst thy good things, and likewise Lazarus evil things: but
now he is comforted, and thou art tormented. And beside all this, between us
and you there is a great gulf fixed: so that they which would pass from hence to
you cannot; neither can they pass to us, that would come from thence. Then
he said, | pray thee therefore, father, that thou wouldest send him to my father's
house: For | have five brethren; that he may testify unto them, lest they also
come into this place of torment. Abraham saith unto him, They have Moses
and the prophets; let them hear them. And he said, Nay, father Abraham: but
if one went unto them from the dead, they will repent. And he said unto him, If
they hear not Moses and the prophets, neither will they be persuaded, though
one rose from the dead.

Revelation 3:3
Remember therefore how thou hast received and heard, and hold fast, and

repent. If therefore thou shalt not watch, | will come on thee as a thief, and thou
shalt not know what hour | will come upon thee.

Study

Consider that the man in the story above had five brothers. By Leah, the wife of Jacob, Judah had five brothers (Genesis
35:23-26). Consider that the man in the story was of the house of Judah and that he, like many in the house of Judah,
although given The Law, did not learn to do The Law (see James 1:22). The man in the story thought he knew God...

It is a fearful thought to not be sure that we have come to know Yehovah. How can we be sure? See 1% John 2:3 for the
answer. Study also the statements in Luke 16:16-17 that precedes the story that you have just read from Luke 16:19-31.

Discussion

Many use the excuse of “No one knows the day or hour” to remain unprepared for and ignorant about the return of Christ.
However, ignorance of the Scriptures is a dangerous thing (see Hosea 4:6). Concerning this very event of the day or hour,
the Apostle Paul assume that some would not be ignorant (1% Thessalonians 5:1-11).

If you already keep the Sabbath each week, discuss how much doing so has taught you as a result.

If you already keep the Holy Days each year, discuss how much your understanding of the Scriptures has been increased.
If you have kept the Sabbatical Year in the past, discuss your understanding of the prophetic years to come as a result.

See 1% John 5:3 and discuss the following: Keeping His commandments are not burdensome; in addition, not only do we
know the love of God by doing so, we can also understand His plans for our life and His people as a whole.
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Use Your Talents, Watchmen!

Scripture Highlight

Matthew 25:35-36

For | was an hungred, and ye gave me meat: | was thirsty, and ye gave me drink:
| was a stranger, and ye took me in: Naked, and ye clothed me: | was sick, and
ye visited me: | was in prison, and ye came unto me.

2" Corinthians 4:1-6

Therefore seeing we have this ministry, as we have received mercy, we faint not;
But have renounced the hidden things of dishonesty, not walking in craftiness,
nor handling the word of God deceitfully; but by manifestation of the truth
commending ourselves to every man's conscience in the sight of God. But if our
gospel be hid, it is hid to them that are lost: In whom the god of this world hath
blinded the minds of them which believe not, lest the light of the glorious gospel
of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine unto them. For we preach not
ourselves, but Christ Jesus the Lord; and ourselves your servants for Jesus'
sake. For God, who commanded the light to shine out of darkness, hath shined
in our hearts, to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of
Jesus Christ.

Study

When we study the Scriputres, we hope to find deeper meaning in even the most familiar Scriptures. For example, when
we read Matthew 25:35-36 from the Scripture Highlight above, we know that the message that it gives us is good just as it
is written: feed the hungry, clothe the naked, quench the thirst of those who are thirsting, welcome and help the stranger,
visit the sick and those in prison.

Sometimes though, the Scriptures are meant to be understood and acted upon at an even deeper (spiritual/symbolic) level,
as well. Consider those groups of people mentioned in Matthew 25:35-36 from the Scripture Highlight above:

The Hungry: These are to be given Christ Yehshua Himself, the Bread of Life (John 6:25-59). They are wholly comprised
of those who do not know The Torah and are to be taught and fed this living Bread of Life or Torah (Word of God).

The Thirsty: These are to be given the Holy Spirit by obeying the Word or Bread of Life. Once they hear the Word of God
and repent and do His Commandments, they are then filled to overflowing with His Living Water, or Holy Spirit (John 4:14,
7:37-39). These truths are to be shared with all those from the 12 Tribes of Israel and those who are called and chosen to
worship Him in Spirit and in Truth who are not of the House of Israel... that is, the nations of the world.

The Naked: More than just Bread and Water, by teaching The Word (Matthew 4:4) — The whole Word — you are helping
clothe those in the Valley of Decision with white Robes of Righteousness (Isaiah 61:10). Also, you are healing them
(The Sick) by imparting knowledge/understanding by which they can gain wisdom and salvation through the Word of God.

The Prisoners: These are those captured and trapped by Satan and deceived by #is false teachings and doctrines of demons.
They are counted amongst those who do not yet know Him. They are stumbling about in darkness with eyes that cannot
see and ears that cannot hear. If you fail to be as an “Ezekiel Watchman” unto them (Ezekiel 33:1-11) — or do indeed
succeed, only to have them not heed — Yeshua, our King, will say unto them, “Depart from me, I never knew you.”

Di;cd::ion

The Matthew 25:35-36 discussion in this lesson follows the parable of the Talents (Matthew 25:14-30). Obviously, share
together how you individually and you as a group can use your talents to help those people categorized in the Study above.
Also, since you are learning to look and learn things on a deeper level, discuss the progression behind the order of and
connection between these parables — they are not random. Attempt going back a little further... can you see how important
it is we use our Talents as Watchmen to teach those virgins (Matthew 24:36-51) to know and prepare for the time to come?
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Scripture Highlight

1*t Thessalonians 5:4
But ye, brethren, are not in darkness, that that day should overtake you as a thief.

2" Corinthians 4:3-6

But if our gospel be hid, it is hid to them that are lost: In whom the god of this world hath
blinded the minds of them which believe not, lest the light of the glorious gospel of Christ,
who is the image of God, should shine unto them. For we preach not ourselves, but Christ
Jesus the Lord; and ourselves your servants for Jesus' sake. For God, who commanded the
light to shine out of darkness, hath shined in our hearts, to give the light of the knowledge of
the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.

Mark 13:32-37

But of that day and that hour knoweth no man, no, not the angels which are in heaven, neither
the Son, but the Father. Take ye heed, watch and pray: for ye know not when the time is.
For the Son of man is as a man taking a far journey, who left his house, and gave authority
to his servants, and to every man his work, and commanded the porter to watch. Watch ye
therefore: for ye know not when the master of the house cometh, at even, or at midnight, or
at the cockcrowing, or in the morning: Lest coming suddenly he find you sleeping. And what
| say unto you | say unto all, Watch.

2" Peter 3:10

But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night; in the which the heavens shall pass
away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat, the earth also and the
works that are therein shall be burned up.

Revelation 3:1-6

And unto the angel of the church in Sardis write; These things saith he that hath the seven
Spirits of God, and the seven stars; | know thy works, that thou hast a name that thou livest,
and art dead. Be watchful, and strengthen the things which remain, that are ready to die: for
| have not found thy works perfect before God. Remember therefore how thou hast received
and heard, and hold fast, and repent. If therefore thou shalt not watch, | will come on thee as
a thief, and thou shalt not know what hour | will come upon thee. Thou hast a few names
even in Sardis which have not defiled their garments; and they shall walk with me in white:
for they are worthy. He that overcometh, the same shall be clothed in white raiment; and |
will not blot out his name out of the book of life, but | will confess his name before my Father,
and before his angels. He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the
churches.

Study & Discussion

Matthew 24:43-44 tells us to be ready, because there is a thief coming! Read Revelation 16:15 and find out Who that thief is.
Consider the strong words 7o watch in all the Scriptures you have studied. Also, compare the mention of garments to Revelation
3:4-5, 3:18, Isaiah 61:10. Discuss this in relation to the parable about the virgins in Matthew 25 and the one in Revelation 19:8.

Much is hidden from the world, because those in the world do not walk in the righteousness of our Heavenly Father. They are
blind and in darkness. You should not be in darkness. If you are unable to see clearly, examine yourself (2 Corinthians 13:5)
— do not let sin become a barrier (Isaiah 59:2); ask Him to show you what you need to fix (Job 13:23-24).

Consider that there are many that you can reach who are blind to the truth (2™ Corinthians 4:3-6). Use what you are learning
to do what is written in Job 29:15-17, so that many of them can be reached through you — bear much fruit (Proverbs 11:30)!

Will You Enter into His Rest?

Scripture Highlight

Hebrews 4:1-12

Let us therefore fear, lest, a promise being left us of entering into his rest, any
of you should seem to come short of it. For unto us was the gospel preached,
as well as unto them: but the word preached did not profit them, not being mixed
with faith in them that heard it. For we which have believed do enter into rest,
as he said, As | have sworn in my wrath, if they shall enter into my rest: although
the works were finished from the foundation of the world. For he spake in a
certain place of the seventh day on this wise, And God did rest the seventh day
from all his works. And in this place again, If they shall enter into my rest.
Seeing therefore it remaineth that some must enter therein, and they to whom it
was first preached entered not in because of unbelief: Again, he limiteth a
certain day, saying in David, To day, after so long a time; as it is said, To day if
ye will hear his voice, harden not your hearts. For if Jesus had given them rest,
then would he not afterward have spoken of another day. There remaineth
therefore a rest to the people of God. For he that is entered into his rest, he
also hath ceased from his own works, as God did from his. Let us labour
therefore to enter into that rest, lest any man fall after the same example of
unbelief. For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any
twoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of
the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.

Exodus 20:5-11

Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them: for | the LORD thy
God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto
the third and fourth generation of them that hate me; And shewing mercy unto
thousands of them that love me, and keep my commandments. Thou shalt not
take the name of the LORD thy God in vain; for the LORD will not hold him
guiltless that taketh his name in vain. Remember the sabbath day, to keep it
holy. Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work: But the seventh day is the
sabbath of the LORD thy God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son,
nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy
stranger that is within thy gates: For in six days the LORD made heaven and
earth, the sea, and all that in them js, and rested the seventh day: wherefore the
LORD blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it.

Discussion

Study

The lesson book has presented the teachings from John more
than once about how loving our Heavenly Father is directly
connected to the keeping of His commandments (examples:
John 14:15, 1*' John 2:3-5, 1°' John 5:2-3). Many Christians
who attempt to keep most of the Ten Commandments,
refuse to keep the 4" concerning the Sabbath (rejecting all
of the Sabbaths described in Leviticus 23/25). What does
James 2:10 say about removing one of the commandments?

Read Revelation chapter 20 which mentions the millennia
of rest that we rehearse for each week when we keep the 4
commandment. Also, read Psalm 90:4, 2" Peter 3:8.
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Do you enter into this rest now, each week on the Sabbath?
Or, do you think that something has changed (see Hebrews
13:8, Malachi 3:6) that means you do not have to?

Has Yehovah changed over time? Or have Christians?
Deuteronomy 19:14
Thou shalt not remove thy neighbour's landmark, which they of
old time have set in thine inheritance, which thou shalt inherit
in the land that the LORD thy God giveth thee to possess it.

The landmarks are still in the same place, but some are
actually outside (ie: Luke 13:23-28) and do not know it.
Discuss where and how Christianity is-moving/has-moved
the boundaries defined in Scripture and the consequences.




Three Offerings of Mankind

Scripture Highlight

Exodus 23:14
Three times thou shalt keep a feast unto me in the year.

Exodus 23:17
Three times in the year all thy males shall appear before the Lord GOD.

Exodus 34:23

Thrice in the year shall all your men children appear before the Lord GOD, the
God of Israel.

Exodus 34:24

For | will cast out the nations before thee, and enlarge thy borders: neither shall
any man desire thy land, when thou shalt go up to appear before the LORD thy
God thrice in the year.

Deuteronomy 16:16

Three times in a year shall all thy males appear before the LORD thy God in
the place which he shall choose; in the feast of unleavened bread, and in the
feast of weeks, and in the feast of tabernacles: and they shall not appear before
the LORD empty:

1** Kings 9:25

And three times in a year did Solomon offer burnt offerings and peace offerings
upon the altar which he built unto the LORD, and he burnt incense upon the
altar that was before the LORD. So he finished the house.

Study

Study Leviticus 23 until you find where there are three harvest offerings: a small Firstfruits (Bikkurim) offering in the early
spring, then a much larger harvest offering at Pentecost (Shavuot) late spring, and a final ingathering harvest at Tabernacles
(Sukkot) in the fall. Every year, our offering at these holy days remind us of the three resurrections of mankind that take
place. Study where the first resurrection has already taken place: Matthew 27:51-53, John 20:17, Zechariah 3,
1* Corinthians 15:20. Note also that 1* Corinthians 15:21-23 speaks of a future resurrection. Indeed, there are three
resurrections of man! The Firstfruits that has already happened. The Pentecost resurrection is about to happen before the
millennia of peace (see lesson: Will You Enter into His Rest?). Afterwards at the resurrection at the end of that 7™ millennia,
that last great harvest (Exodus 23:16, Matthew 3:12 / Luke 3:17), all will make an account to their God (2 Corinthians 5:10).

Discussion

How many people are currently in “Heaven”? In the Revelation, John only sees 24 elders (Revelation 4:4). Christ Yeshua,
our Messiah and King, was the first... the “Firstfruits” risen from the dead. Before him, there was no other. He took a few
with Him, but not everyone. For example, Acts 13:36 tells us that David still sleeps. But, David will be risen in the next
resurrection and help mankind in that millennia prepare for the final and eternal Kingdom (see Ezekiel 34:20-24 and 25-31,
Hosea 3:5, Jeremiah 30:9) when the meek inherit the earth (Matthew 5:5) and afterwards, the throne of our God will descend
(Revelation 21 & 22) and the King of Kings’ dwelling place will be with man and He will rule and reign forever and ever.

Read and consider passages such as Exodus 34:21-22. We are told similar things over and over throughout the Scriptures.
Discuss also Matthew 9:37-38. Do you listen to the Lord of harvest? Are you willing to be one of His laborers in the field?
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Teach us to Number our Days

Scripture Highlight

Psalm 90:9-14

For all our days are passed away in thy wrath: we spend our years as a tale that is told.
The days of our years are threescore years and ten; and if by reason of strength they be
fourscore years, yet is their strength labour and sorrow; for it is soon cut off, and we fly
away. Who knoweth the power of thine anger? even according to thy fear, so is thy wrath.
So teach us to number our days, that we may apply our hearts unto wisdom. Return, O
LORD, how long? and let it repent thee concerning thy servants. O satisfy us early with thy
mercy; that we may rejoice and be glad all our days.

Deuteronomy 4:5-7

Behold, | have taught you statutes and judgments, even as the LORD my God commanded
me, that ye should do so in the land whither ye go to possess it. Keep therefore and do
them; for this is your wisdom and your understanding in the sight of the nations, which shall
hear all these statutes, and say, Surely this great nation /s a wise and understanding people.
For what nation is there so great, who hath God so nigh unto them, as the LORD our God
is in all things that we call upon him for?

1** Thessalonians 5:1-2

But of the times and the seasons, brethren, ye have no need that | write unto you. For
yourselves know perfectly that the day of the Lord so cometh as a thief in the night.

Ephesians 5:15-17

See then that ye walk circumspectly, not as fools, but as wise, Redeeming the time,
because the days are evil. Wherefore be ye not unwise, but understanding what the will of
the Lord is.

Study & Discussion

Job 24:1 asks a very obvious question, “Why, seeing times are not hidden from the Almighty, do they that know him not see
his days?” Read Colossians 2:17, then as an example, study Leviticus 23:15-17 using the chart below on the /eft, and then
compare this to the Sabbatical and Jubilee years taught about in Leviticus 25 using the chart on the right:

This is just one example of how knowing the Scriptures reveal truth. Another example from this same chapter is how the
Weekly Sabbath reminds one of the coming Sabbath Millennia that is almost upon us. Discuss some the deeper truths
associated with other holy days from Leviticus 23. Consider too that many in modern Christianity are not only unlearned
in the Scriptures, but do not obey them (James 1:22-25) — expose some of the deceptions Christians may believe as a result.
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The Leaven of Hypocrisy

Scripture Highlight

Matthew 23:13-15

13 But woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye shut up the kingdom of
heaven against men: for ye neither go in yourselves, neither suffer ye them that are
entering to go in. 14 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye devour
widows' houses, and for a pretence make long prayer: therefore ye shall receive the
greater damnation. 15 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye
compass sea and land to make one proselyte, and when he is made, ye make him
twofold more the child of hell than yourselves.

Study & Discussion

Read Matthew 16:1-12. This study attempts to examine some of the verses in the Scripture Highlight to determine what
the leaven is that is spoken of. Often when studying the Scriptures, it is good to examine what is been said /ine by line:

Matthew 23:13 — Often “religion” adds burdens — extra church commandments/rules — that are impossible to achieve.
Religion often has knowledge without wisdom. We should measure choices against the actual Scriptures, not against
manmade rules (see Matthew 15:9). Often, extra burdens and rituals are placed (such as how one observes the Sabbath, for
example) to “require” church observances. Many religious church rules do not produce good fruit, but the healthy study of
and adherence to the Scriptures does (see Galatians 5:22-23). This is how we are proved and tested (see Deuteronomy 8:2).

Matthew 23:14 — Often, ministries are a business. Too often, ministries who take money have little love for the people
they are taking money from. See Philippians 3:19, Romans 16:17-18, and the 1 chapter book of Jude just before Revelation.

Matthew 23:15 — Evangelistic ministries sometimes seek converts only to exert control over them. Many leaders go to great
lengths to make someone act and sound Christian church-like or Jewish-like. Doing such things can destroy one’s witness.

Matthew 23:23-24 — One cannot just go through the motions; true teachers believe and live by the Scriptures. Read
Proverbs 12:1 and 16:21. Consider that those who are willing to learn grow much faster than those who resist teaching.
Consider also that many churches have un-changing and rigid doctrine that do not allow them to learn and grow. We should
take what we learn from the Scriptures and change where needed to be in compliance/obedience to the Scriptures.

Matthew 23:25 — What is presented by the churches often has an appearance of being clean, but the inside is corrupt and
dirty. Worse yet, many do not have the heart of compassion towards others.

Matthew 23:27-28 — A good outward appearance does not equal righteousness. Read Matthew 10:26 and Luke 12:1-2.
Matthew 29-30 — Too often, there is a voluntary blindness to reality (see Ezekiel 16:30-32 for an example).

Discuss with those around you, or simply and quietly in your own heart, how the issues that you have read above, mostly
directed at religious hypocrisy in others, can actually pertain to each of us in our own individual lives.

Study and Discussion

The Scripture Highlight above documents three prophecies being fulfilled from just one chapter of the Scriptures concerning
the Messiah. There are many more! Study where the crucifixion itself shows Christ as the Passover Lamb in John 1:36,
Exodus 12:3, Isaiah 53:7, Acts 8:32, 1 Peter 1:19, Genesis 22:8, and Revelation 5:6. Likewise, consider the day of Pentecost
in Acts chapter 2. Study also Matthew 27:50-53 along with John 20:17, Zechariah 3, Ephesians 4:8-10, 1* Corinthians 15:20-
23 which show Christ Yeshua presenting the Firstfruits offering (see Leviticus 23:9-14 and Deuteronomy 26:1-15).

Now consider that a day is like a millennium (Psalms 90:4, 2nd Peter 3:8). Also, consider that man is given six days to work
and one to rest (Exodus 20:8-11)... but, man did not start working immediately. Consider that the 1%t and 7" day of the feast
of Unleavened Bread (Leviticus 23:7-8) are Sabbaths... a Sabbath at the start and end... this may mean that there is something
different about the beginning and end of these seven millennia: before sin entered the garden of Eden, things were different...
so, after that 6™ millennia, things will be different as well.

Discuss what you know about Feast days and their meanings. Be as specific as possible about the Spring Feasts, as their
fulfilments of prophecy can be found both in the prior written prophecy and the accounts in the gospels and book of Acts. Be
sure to also contemplate some about the Fall Feasts and their future fulfillment. What are some of the timelines, events, and
other things you have learned? Be sure to include topics you may have learned in other lessons from these lesson books.

Bonus: John 10:22-23 records where Jesus kept the 8" day Feast, known as the Feast of Dedication — commanded in Leviticus
23:39 — and spoke on Solomon’s porch/colonnade — Read and consider the prayer that Solomon prayed in I* Kings 8:22-61.

Study Discussion

It is a rare occurrence to see an aged man
of stature run, yet this is the scene
described in Luke 15:20 above. We see
this scene, too, in the account of the
rebellion of Korah when Aaron runs to
save the people:

Numbers 16:47 And Aaron took as Moses
commanded, and ran into the midst of the
congregation; and, behold, the plague was
begun among the people: and he put on
incense, and made an atonement for the
people.

Study the entire account of the disastrous
rebellion, found in Numbers, chapter 16.
Bonus: Luke 15:1-10, 2 Peter 3:9, I Timothy 2:3-4

The prodigal son in the story above rebelled, but he came to himself
and turned back in repentance. When his father saw him while he was
still far off, his father ran towards him!

Korah rebelled and died because of it. However, because the high
priest (see also Hebrews 4:14) ran towards them to make atonement,
the sons of Korah were saved! Consider that these sons wrote Psalms
chapters 42 through 49. Take a moment and review theses Psalms now.
Are you in rebellion against the laws of your Heavenly Father’s house?
He wants you to repent (1 John 1:9, 1 Samuel 15:23), so you will not
perish (Luke 13:3, 2™ Peter 3:9). He will run to you (see Psalm 51:17).

Repent now (Acts 22:16). Seek Him and His righteousness (Matthew
6:33). Take moment to read Genesis 18:1-2, and consider Abraham’s
reaction in that day. Perhaps, you will grow to be like Abraham and
have the maturity to 7un towards Him in such a day.

Study and Discussion

The Christ, our Messiah, came that we might have life more abundantly. A good marriage can add to that abundance!
However, the enemy desires to destroy us (John 10:10, Luke 22:31). Quite often, foolish young believers allow the path
of their lives to be greatly altered by marrying a non-believer, thus greatly hindering this abundance very early on in life.

We are told in Proverbs 4:23 to guard our hearts with all diligence, for out of it are the issues of life — perhaps one of our
greatest decisions in life that involves the heart is who we choose to be our partner in marriage. The Scriptures very clearly
tell us not to marry an unbeliever (Deuteronomy 7:3 and 2™ Corinthians 6:14, for example); however, many do not guard
their hearts when it comes to romance. This lesson is primarily directed to the unmarried. For those of you who are
married to an unbeliever, Paul gives advice in 1* Corinthians 7 (specifically verses 12-14) that you may find encouraging
— your “role” in this lesson, however, is to share your wisdom with the unmarried among you.

Song of Solomon

Three times in Song of Solomon, the young woman of the book advises the daughters of Jerusalem to not stir up love
before its proper time (Song of Songs 2:7, 3:5, 8:4). What does this mean? In our modern society, we refer to “courting”
as dating. The only reason to date is to find a spouse. Why would one even begin to stir up love with another before even
knowing if that other person is a fellow believer (an actual candidate for marriage)?

Returning to Jerusalem

Like us, who are returning to keep the commandments of our Heavenly Father, when the Israelites returned to Jerusalem,
they made similar promises... which included marriage (read Nehemiah 10:29-31). However, many broke that promise
(see Nehemiah 13:23-26). King Solomon is mentioned (verse 26); what did his marriage to unbelievers cause him to do?
Is this serious? Ezra thought so and was in deep distress (see Ezra 9:1-4) — it shocks me every time I read the decision
made with much weeping. What decision was made in Ezra 10:1-44? Discuss: Is who we marry a serious issue and why?

Oue:k'iom

King David was a great leader indeed, but why is there no “Book of Samson” in the Scriptures? Samson, who was a
judge over Israel for 20 years, was an obviously great man — even his name means “Distinguished” or “Strong” in Hebrew.

In Judges 14:1-3, Samson ignored the advice of his parents and made a drastic life-changing decision that completely
ruined his future. What was this decision? What was Samson’s reason, given in verse 2, as to why he made that decision?
Was it based on Scripture, and how did it turn out? Speculate on how different Samson’s life might have been otherwise.
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Unforgiveness

Scripture Highlight

Matthew 18:21-35

Then came Peter to him, and said, Lord, how oft shall my brother sin against me, and |
forgive him? till seven times?

Study and Discussion

Our Nation

Ezekiel chapters 14 and 18 make it clear that our Heavenly
Father considers the actions of the individual. However, there
are many passages of Scripture, such as Leviticus 26 and
Deuteronomy 28, that seem to be speaking to groups of
people, as well as the individual.

James reminds us in James 5:16 that the fervent prayers of a
righteous man do much good. On the other hand, one’s sins
create a barrier of separation between them and their Heavenly
Father (Isaiah 59:2). The Scriptures, however, speak to groups
of people and tell us how our God will react to the groups
when they sin (Micah 3:4, Proverbs 1:22-33). Quite often, it
is the prayer of repentance that should be prayed first. Study
the above Scriptures, then discuss the need for repentance in
the nations such that the prayers of the people will be heard.
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We are to pray for your country and leaders
(1 Timothy 2:1-3, Jeremiah 29:7). Good council is
needed (Proverbs 11:14), for our God has power over
the nations (Job 12:23-25). Repentance is needed in
the nations such that the prayers of the people will be
heard (Lev 26:40-42). Discuss this and pray together.

Ourselves

There is a place in heaven where you want your name
to be written down (Luke 10:20, Philippians 4:3, and
elsewhere). This place is a book, often called “The
Book of Life.” It has conditions and consequences
(Exodus 32:33, Revelation 20:15, and elsewhere).
Discuss how one’s name becomes written in this book.

Study Ouestion Discussion

Often when discussing a commandment, such as Leviticus
19:30 which repeats the commandment to keep the weekly
Sabbath, people will skim up the page and look for the
statement such as in Leviticus 19:23 earlier in the chapter
that begins with, “And when ye shall come into the land...”
and then make the excuse that they do not have to keep the
commandments because they are not “in the land.”

This excuse is not limited to just a discussion about the
weekly Sabbath. Often, when teaching someone who keeps
the weekly Sabbath about the Sabbath years described in
Leviticus 25, they will skim up the page to verse 2 that
contains the similar phrase, “When ye come into the land...”
and make the same excuse.

Study surrounding verses, such as Leviticus 19:29 and 31.
Using the logic of the not “in the land” excuse, is it
acceptable to prostitute one’s daughters and/or practice
sorcery as a wizard when not “in the land” ???

Extra\

Some use the excuse that keeping the commandments
is too difficult. Does this agree with Deuteronomy
30:11-16 (printed in the Scripture Highlight above)?

Some give the excuse, “but, I was not there when the
commandments were given” as an excuse. Does this
agree with Deuteronomy 29:14-15 and 11:19?

Some give the excuse that Jesus destroyed/nullified
the law. Does this agree with Matthew 5:17-18?

False teachers even teach these excuses in their blind
ignorance (see Matthew 15:12-14 & Luke 6:39)!

What other excuses have you heard to not keep the
commandments of God? And, what Scriptures do
you know that prove those excuses wrong?

Bonus: If you have a question that no one has the
immediate answer to... that is OK! You and the
others in the group should research this question and
share what you find the next time you meet together.

In Acts chapter 15, a tough decision was made concerning circumcision: the new believers at the time were not circumcised,
even though it was a commandment to do so, and the council at the time decided to overlook this issue and give them basic
advice to get them started in their faith. Later in Acts 17:30, the statement is made that even God overlooked some things
until such a time that men were commanded to repent. The very knowledge of the gift of Salvation (see John 3:16, 4:10,
Romans 5:15, 6:23, 2 Corinthians 9:15, Ephesians 2:8) is usually the starting point for many new believers. Remember
not to judge others (see Matthew 7:1-6) as the grace of God teaches them not to sin (Titus 2:11-12).

Numbers Chapters 1 and 2 is one of those areas of the Scriptures that a casual reader might be tempted to skip over and say,
“it’s just a bunch of names.” However in doing so, one might just miss something very close to the heart of our God:
His Family. As you read these first two chapters in the book of Numbers that describe the camp of Israel with the Tabernacle
of God in the very center, consider numbering the number of times the word “family” or similar word is used!

Another thing to notice is that each group of families camped by their banners. Often translated into English as standard
or ensign, these symbols were displayed similar to how flags, coat of arms, and official seals are often displayed today. The
symbols of the tribes of Israel are the result of the blessings given to them by their father in Genesis 49 (if you have the first
Lesson Book like the one that you are reading now, consider reviewing the lessons entitled “Blessings on the Twelve Tribes”
and “Images of the Tribes of Israel” along with this current lesson). When studying Numbers 2:3, 2:10, 2:18, and 2:25, pay
particular attention to the placement of the four leading tribes of Israel and their banners from Genesis 49:

Judah East Lion
Ephraim West Ox
Reuben South Man
Dan North Eagle

Now, consider the appearance of the cherubim that are always before Yehovah, our God,
by studying Ezekiel 1:1-11 paying close attention to verse 10 which states:

Ezekiel 1:10 As for the likeness of their faces, they four had the face of a man, and the face of a lion, on
the right side: and they four had the face of an ox on the left side; they four also had the face of an eagle.

The cherubim were represented on the curtains around and above the Holy Place and as part of the Mercy Seat in the Holy
Of Holies as explained to us in Exodus 25 and 26. This stresses their prominence, importance and the righteousness of
those who serve Yehovah in His perfect holiness. These cherubim can also be read about in Revelation 4:5-8 — read this
short passage as part of your study.

Additional Study: The Face of a Man represents intellect (the mind, the ability to reason, the soul), emotions, and all things
that constitute and pertain to being human. Concerning the faces of animals... The Face of a Lion — the Lion has always
been recognized as being strong, fierce, and majestic. The Lion is considered to be the most royal of animals or the “King
of the Beasts.” The Face of an Ox —the Ox has always been depicted as the animal that patiently labors for his owner. The
Ox is strong, able to bear a heavy burden, and is well acquainted with his owner. The Face of an Eagle — this majestic bird
flies above life’s tempests and storms, while below there are only sorrows, dangers, turmoil and distress. The eagle is a
swift bird of prey that is strong and powerful, that unlike human beings, and never becomes weary.

Read Psalm 30:5 and know that His anger is only for a moment, but if you repent... His favor will last a lifetime. Rejoice,
for He pardons iniquity and does not retain his anger forever (Micah 7:18).

Study where some of these conditions can be found in
Exodus 20 and Deuteronomy 5 (additional study:
Is this not the direct context of Ezekiel 11:12?).

Study together Ezekiel 10 — where the presence of our
Heavenly Father’s Holy Spirit leaves the temple after
the earlier declaration and explanation of judgement.

Our God simply takes no pleasure in sin, and will not

dwell in a camp/temple full of sin (compare Psalm 5:4
and Habakkuk 1:13 to 1% Corinthians 6:19).

Discussion

In Ezekiel chapter 8, the people were indeed being religious.
Discuss what they were doing (verses 13-16 describe the
ancient pagan practices associated with Easter and Lent). The
Pharisees in the gospel accounts were religious as well, but
Jesus called them vipers and wicked (Matthew 12:34, 39)!
They did not know that the Spirit of God was not with them.

Discuss where even a good man like Samson may not realize
when the Spirit of God has departed (Judges 16:20).

Note that in Ezekiel 7:16 above, although not perfect, some
escape judgment. Read and discuss together the “escape
clause” for this judgement on Israel described in Ezekiel
chapter 14 found in verses 14 & 20. Discuss also our need
for Him after reading together Psalm 103:12, Isaiah 1:18,
43:25, 44:22, Romans 4:7, Hebrews 10:10, 1% John 1:7.

Scripture Highlight

Esther1

Now it came to pass in the days of Ahasuerus, (this is Ahasuerus which reigned, from India even unto
Ethiopia, over an hundred and seven and twenty provinces:) That in those days, when the king
Ahasuerus sat on the throne of his kingdom, which was in Shushan the palace, In the third year of
his reign, he made a feast unto all his princes and his servants; the power of Persia and Media, the
nobles and princes of the provinces, being before him: When he shewed the riches of his glorious
kingdom and the honour of his excellent majesty many days, even an hundred and fourscore days.
And when these days were expired, the king made a feast unto all the people that were present in
Shushan the palace, both unto great and small, seven days, in the court of the garden of the king's
palace; Where were white, green, and blue, hangings, fastened with cords of fine linen and purple to
silver rings and pillars of marble: the beds were of gold and silver, upon a pavement of red, and blue,
and white, and black, marble. And they gave them drink in vessels of gold, (the vessels being diverse
one from another,) and royal wine in abundance, according to the state of the king. And the drinking
was according to the law; none did compel: for so the king had appointed to all the officers of his
house, that they should do according to every man's pleasure. Also Vashti the queen made a feast
for the women in the royal house which belonged to king Ahasuerus. On the seventh day, when the
heart of the king was merry with wine, he commanded Mehuman, Biztha, Harbona, Bigtha, and
Abagtha, Zethar, and Carcas, the seven chamberlains that served in the presence of Ahasuerus the
king, To bring Vashti the queen before the king with the crown royal, to shew the people and the
princes her beauty: for she was fair to look on. But the queen Vashti refused to come at the king's
commandment by his chamberlains: therefore was the king very wroth, and his anger burned in him.
Then the king said to the wise men, which knew the times, (for so was the king's manner toward all
that knew law and judgment: And the next unto him was Carshena, Shethar, Admatha, Tarshish,
Meres, Marsena, and Memucan, the seven princes of Persia and Media, which saw the king's face,
and which sat the first in the kingdom;) What shall we do unto the queen Vashti according to law,
because she hath not performed the commandment of the king Ahasuerus by the chamberlains? And
Memucan answered before the king and the princes, Vashti the queen hath not done wrong to the
king only, but also to all the princes, and to all the people that are in all the provinces of the king
Ahasuerus. For this deed of the queen shall come abroad unto all women, so that they shall despise
their husbands in their eyes, when it shall be reported, The king Ahasuerus commanded Vashti the
queen to be brought in before him, but she came not. Likewise shall the ladies of Persia and Media
say this day unto all the king's princes, which have heard of the deed of the queen. Thus shall there
arise too much contempt and wrath. If it please the king, let there go a royal commandment from
him, and let it be written among the laws of the Persians and the Medes, that it be not altered, That
Vashti come no more before king Ahasuerus; and let the king give her royal estate unto another that
is better than she. And when the king's decree which he shall make shall be published throughout
all his empire, (for it is great,) all the wives shall give to their husbands honour, both to great and
small. And the saying pleased the king and the princes; and the king did according to the word of
Memucan: For he sent letters into all the king's provinces, into every province according to the writing
thereof, and to every people after their language, that every man should bear rule in his own house,
and that it should be published according to the language of every people.

One might say that in this current generation which has very popular holidays
directed toward their beliefs (for example: a vast amount of beautiful music,
popular teachers, and various other very noticeable traits) that our Heavenly
Father is well pleased with His children today, and that judgement is far away.
Do you believe this to be the case? Or, do scriptures such as Amos 5:21-27 and
Isaiah 29:13 (also Matthew 15:8 & Mark7:6) seem to fit more with our current
generation’s religious practices?

The prophecy of Joel 2:28, recited in Acts 2:17, states that our God will pour
out His spirit on his people in the last days. However these last days seem to
be a time when there will be a famine for the Word of God. Many believe that
we are in those last days. According to Proverbs 1:23 above, what must one do
such that our Heavenly Father is willing to pour out His spirit upon them, if they
have not done so already?

Discussion

The apostle Paul instructed Timothy, “Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed,
rightly dividing the word of truth” (2™ Timothy 2:15) and told the Thessalonians to “Prove all things, hold fast that which
is good” (2™ Thessalonians 5:21). One should not let their desire to be accepted by a group cause them to fall in with false
teachers; it is one’s own personal righteousness that is important (see Ezekiel 14:14-20). The “group” may talk ill of you,
but perhaps this is better than if they had spoken well of you (Luke 6:26, Mathew 23:6-8).

Our Messiah warns us about false teachers/prophets in Matthew 7:15-20, 24:24 and His disciples Peter and John also give
advice in 2" Peter 2:1-9, 3:14-18 and 1! John 4:1-6 on the topic. Read the Scriptures presented in this lesson and discuss.
BONUS: Indeed, some are called to be teachers, even prophets and other roles (Ephesians 4:11). However, the scriptures
give us advice for teachers. Read James 3:1, Titus 1:6-14, Acts 10:34, Matthew 23:11-12 and discuss.

Study

There is a deception told these days that the devil and his other fallen angels have somehow went around having sexual
intercourse with women to have children by them and created half-human hybrids. Teachers, not always knowing that their
teachings are false, sometimes tell fables (1% Timothy 1:4) and generate strife through unlearned questions (2™ Timothy 2:23);
often the use of Hebrew words like “nephilim” (which simply refers to very large, or giant, men) will attract much attention.
Teachers of such fables may propose concepts such as mixing DNA/seed/flesh to corrupt the very fact that we are made in our
Heavenly Father’s image. Do not be deceived. From the Scriptures, we know that all flesh is different (1** Corinthians 15:39).
Read where an uneducated question is asked, recorded multiple times in Matthew 22:24-30, Mark 12:19-25, Luke 20:27-40).
What was the reason our Messiah said that they errored (see Matthew 22:29, Mark 12:24)? Angels are mentioned in the answer
(Matthew 22:30, Mark 12:25, Luke 20:35-36). Are angels capable of sexual intercourse and producing children of their own?

From the Scripture Highlight above, one can clearly see that a person becomes a child of the devil through sin and are still very
much completely Auman — their DNA/seed/flesh has not been magically changed! They are not half-human hybrids. Read the
parable of the sower and the seeds in Matthew 13:24-43 which speaks of both angels and men. Starting at verse 36, identify
both “who and what” exactly are those mentioned as good and bad seed (human or angel?) and whose children each are called.

Di;cu}:ion

Our Heavenly Father created mankind as His Children. However though sin, the enemy of mankind (the one we call the “devil”)
has subverted many of mankind to be children of the devil instead. Before the flood, mankind was having many children and
our Heavenly Father saw the wickedness of mankind and those children and grieved (Genesis 6:2-6) before passing judgement.

Discuss how and why one might be called a child of God and why the world does not know this (see 1% John 3:1). Many believe
that judgement is coming again on the world. Our Messiah told us (Matthew 24:37-39) that times will be similar to these times
of Noah before the time of the end; for what reason did Noah escape the judgment (Gen 6:8-9), and how might we do the same?

Bonus: What blessing will be given to “peacemakers” (see Matthew 5:9)?

Study & Discussion

There is a false belief going around that homosexuality and
other sexual immorality is a choice that is acceptable under
the guidelines of Christianity. There are even homosexual
church groups with pastors who welcome homosexual
lifestyles. Is this in agreement with the Scriptures that
Christianity is based upon? Or, is it another lie/deception?

Perhaps the issue is one of ignorance, and not just
rebellion. Do they know that a town was destroyed
because of sodomy/homosexuality (see Genesis 19)? Have
they read Leviticus 18:22? Consider that the Apostle Paul
admits in Romans 7:7 that he would not have known what
some sins were, had he not read them in the Law/Torah.

Gather together a few different Bible translations and look
up the same Scripture Highlight verses above. Notice how
“whoremonger” is often reads as homosexuals, sodomites,
effeminate, and such. Now, notice very clearly that this is
a Salvation issue (something that will keep such people out
of the Kingdom of Heaven); hence, it is important that
people not be ignorant of the Law/Torah.

Discuss mankind’s need for the truth, and pray that we
might pursue peace with all people, and holiness, (see
Hebrews 12:14-15), and also share truth with compassion.

Study Romans 1:18-32 and answer some of the
following questions:

e Who is the wrath of God manifest against, and why?
o Are these people mentioned wise? Or fools?

People do bad things; even this Apostle Paul, sinned
(Acts 8:1-3, 9:1-2, 22:4-5, 26:9-11; 1* Corinthians 15:9;
Galatians 1:13,23; Philippians 3:6), yet there is mercy
and forgiveness. Read 1* Timothy 1:5-11, then 12-17.
Read 2™ Peter 3:9 and remember to pray for those that
have fallen into sin, that they find repentance and peace.

The quite literal “Ugly Truth” about different sexual sins
can be found briefly listed in Leviticus 18. It’s a bit
unpleasant, but everybody should read it, nonetheless.

Discussion

What does it mean to live by the Spirit? In 1° Corinthians chapter 3, Paul is surprised that the people there do not realize that
that their fleshly behavior would destroy them (verses 16-17). Like us, they were predestined to be conformed to the image of
Yeshua (Romans 8:29), but the Corinthians still were not mature (verses 1-2). We should not put any confidence in the flesh
(Philippians 3:4), and grow by saying “NO” to the fleshly temptations of this life while striving to live by the Spirit.

Read Romans chapter 7 — you will see that you are not the first to struggle with sin and the flesh. Paul, a very educated man in
the Scriptures and an Apostle of Christ, struggled as well. But, in the very next chapter, Paul gives some excellent advice: do
not live according to the flesh, but live by the Spirit such that the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in you (Romans
8:4). Be a conqueror and let nothing come between you and your God (Romans 8:37-39). (Bonus: Ephesians 6:10-18)

Study & Discussion

After the flood, a great leader named Nimrod arises who leads many into false worship in Babylon. He is called a “mighty
hunter before the LORD” in Genesis 10:8-9 because of this. Later, Esau goes to his relative Ishmael and marries Ishmael’s
daughters (Genesis 28:9). Both Ishmael and Esau are also known as hunters — both using the bow.

What religious group of people today are conquering the world — whose founder is a descendent of Ishmael, is breaking away
from the restraints (“yoke” — see Genesis 27:40) of the west, who uses the sword against their enemies and is known for
beheadings and having harem’s of wives (see Leviticus 26:25-26 and Revelation 20:4)?

Bonus Reading: Read the short one chapter book of Obadiah for the fate that awaits these violent ones that come against Israel.

Study & Discussion

A time is coming when the sanctuary will be trodden under foot (Daniel 8:13), and our Messiah will come and make war against
and totally destroy Edom (Obadiah 1:1-21). But before our Messiah comes, Edom will cause great trouble for the descendants
of Jacob/Israel. It will be a great and awful time of Jacob’s trouble (Jeremiah 30:7-11, Genesis 27:39-40), but Jacob will be
saved out of it. Many in Jacob/Israel will be judged and corrected of their iniquities during this time, but there will be a remnant
that reminds Yehovah of His promises. Look up all Scriptures mentioned in this study; also, compare Isaiah 63 in the Scripture
Highlight above starting at verse 10 to Numbers 14:11-47, particularly verses 13-16. Read also Hebrews 12 and discuss.

Revelation chapter 12 speaks of a dragon chasing after a woman who is eventually saved and hidden away. However, the
chapter ends with the dragon angry for not being able to destroy the woman and then turns to “make war with the remnant of
her seed, which keep the commandments of God, and have the testimony of Jesus Christ.” Discussion topic: Who is this dragon?
Who is this woman? And, who are these people that the dragon goes to make war against?
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Salvation is Coming

Scripture Highlight

Study & Discussion

When a bride marries, she takes on a new name (compare Isaiah 62:2 in the Scripture Highlight above to Isaiah 56:5 & 65:15
and Revelation 2:17 & 3:12). There was an exile a long time ago recorded in the book of Exodus where a betrothal occurred
at Mt. Sinai. Our Messiah, who is our Bridegroom, will return for the Bride who has prepared herself in robes of righteousness.
Also, study and compare Revelation 19:7-8 to Isaiah 62:5-12 in the Scripture Highlight above.

Read and discuss Isaiah 10:20-27. Discuss briefly who is the Assyrians are (look for a lesson or two towards the end of the
first lesson book beginning with the title “Who Israel is nof” for the answer). Discuss also this remnant of Jacob, taking notice
of the mention of the Bozrah sheepfold in Micah 2:12 and Isaiah 63:1 — is this the woman who is protected in Revelation 12?

If you read these verses and say, “this speaks of Israel... the descendants of Abraham” and not understand, read Ephesians
2:12-13, Galatians 3:29, and the discussion the Apostle Paul presents in Romans 11. Do not forget the parable of the wedding
feast in Matthew 22:1-14. For more info, also search also through the lessons in the first lesson book for lessons on this topic.

An interesting note: The website sightedmoon.com has prominently displayed Isaiah 62:1 at the top of the homepage because
once one begins to discover truth in the Scriptures, it is hard to be silent. In fact, this is the very reason that these lesson books
were written. May this same desire and inspiration fill your heart as well and motivate you to help others learn the Scriptures!

Bonus: Revelation 19:16 tells us who the King of Kings is, and Micah 2:13 shows Him at the head. However, another king is
mentioned in Micah 2:13 how follows the King of Kings. Who is this king? (see Hosea 3.5, Jeremiah 30:9, Ezekiel 34:20-31).

Study & Consolation

If one has any discernment at all, then it can be realized that judgement is coming on the world. Do not be deceived
(Ephesians 5:6), wrath is determined for the unrighteous (Romans 1:18). As the bride waits for the bridegroom at the door,
there are those that will mistreat her and those who will ask her how her God is any different than others (see Song of Songs
5:4-9 in the Scripture Highlight above); remember that the Messiah, our bridegroom, spoke of this mistreatment long ago
and said to expect it and even worse (Matthew 24:8-13, Mark 13:10-13, Luke 21:12 John 16:1-4).

But remember, this time of wrath is just for a little while. Do not be discouraged and think that you are alone (Elijah
thought this in time of trouble, but was wrong — see 1% Kings 18:22 & 19:10, and then 1% Kings 18:3-4). Even when woes
are proclaimed on the earth in Isaiah chapter 24, the distant coastlands are glorifying Yehovah and waiting on His law
during judgement because they understand that it is only for a little while (see Isaiah 24:14-15 and also 42:4).

Even the enemy, called “the devil”, knows that his time is very short (Revelation 12:12)! Know that we will be sent a little
help (Daniel 11:34). Our God keeps for Himself a remnant (see Ezra 9:8, Romans 9:27-29) and will not destroy completely
(Jeremiah 46:27-28). He will gather His remnant and pass before them (Micah 2:12-13, also Isaiah chapter 11 & 35:1-4).
The trial of your faith is precious; be steadfast (1* Peter 1:5-9, 5:8-11). Yes, He will go out in righteousness for good reason
wearing the garments of vengeance (Isaiah 59:14-20). Yet, have consolation, His wrath is only for a little while.

Bonus: The book of Exodus is about the children of Israel being delivered to the Promise Land out of great tribulation. A
Second Exodus is coming (Isaiah 11:11-12). Study and discover where we are told about this Second Exodus for all of
Israel in Jeremiah chapters 30 and 31 from the far reaches of the Earth (see also Jeremiah 3:18, 16:14-15, 23:7-8; 27:12,
35:8-10, 43:5-12; Hosea 2:14-16, 11:10; Amos 9:13-15, Ezekiel 36:22-32, 37:16-28,; Zechariah 10:6, Hebrews 8:8-12).
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Additional Content

The Scriptures tell us that world could probably not contain the many books that could be written about the things
that our Messiah did for us (John 21:25). Likewise, lesson after lesson on the Scriptures could be written for you

and placed into Lesson Books like this one.

However, this would not be fair to you to keep doing so without you, as you have been given a commission:

Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and
of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever [
have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world.
Amen. Matthew 28:19-20

With these Lesson Books and the vast about of other media resources available from www.sightedmoon.com, you
have been given ample training to help you in your journey to understand the Scriptures better. Now it is now your
turn to join in on the work. The Scriptures tell us directly, and with great passion, how greatly you are needed in
this work (Matthew 9:35-38, Luke 10:2). Do not think that your Heavenly Father shows favoritism towards one
teacher or the other and will not use you (Acts 10:34, Romans 2:11)! He has given all of His Scripture to all of us
for instruction (2™ Timothy 3:16-17), and you are called to be His disciple.

So while writing these Lessons Books to launch you on this journey, I thought back on a few fools that I personally
have used which may be tools that you might want in your toolkit:

The first tool is a blank lesson template, suitable for photocopying and with enough room to fit in quite a
bit of handwriting. Using this template is definitely not a requirement for making your own lessons, but I
thought that you might like it. After all, these Lesson Books started with a blank lesson just like this one.

The most important tool, obviously, you probably already have: the Scriptures. Continue to study them!
If you have and enjoy an audio Bible, listen to it! There are a variety of different tools out there to encourage
and help you to read the Scriptures. Similar to a read-in-one-year type of Bible which portions the bible
up into daily sections to help a person schedule daily Scripture readings, many students do not realize that
there are many various types of Reading Schedule tools available. A couple examples have been provided.

The final tool provided that may help you keep track of the sighted moon as you continue to observe the
holy days each year is a beautiful do-it-yourself type of calendar created uniquely for

www.sightedmoon.com by the same artist that designed the cover of these Lesson Books. Enjoy!

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Reading Schedules

Some people find Reading Schedules to be very beneficial tools in their own personal studies. Quite often study groups will
use such reading schedules together to launch discussions for deeper learning. Provided here are two examples of such
schedules. However, please know that Reading Schedules like these are optional tools, and not required reading. With little
effort, one can search and quickly discover that there are many such Scripture Reading Schedules available online from a
variety of sources which cross-reference a variety of related Scripture passages.

The first reading schedule is an example used at www.sightedmoon.com that is sometimes used for daily readings during the
very special 50 days that occur each year from Firstfruits/Bikkurim until Pentecost/Shavuot, known as Counting the Omer-.

The second example schedule on the following page is an example of a Torah Reading Schedule (often called a Torah
“Portion” or “Parshah”). Students of the Scriptures often used Schedules like this one throughout the year to assist in studying
the five books of the Torah in relation to other parts of Scripture. The example provided is derived from and printed by fair
use from the pages of the Restoration Scriptures True Name Edition Study Bible, Updated 2" Edition, © 2004, 2005 by Your
Arms to Yisrael Publishing and is just one example of many such Reading Schedules available from many sources online.
